NO Party – Party
If you have guests at shows that do not want to host their own presentation, you may want to ask them if they want to host a No Party-Party.

Instructions:

1) Have the “hostess” make a list of 10 people that they want you to send a No Party-Party invite to.  You will need their address, phone number, and emails.  

2) You will then contact the guests informing them that ( hostess name) is hosting a no party-party and that you wanted to schedule a time to drop off a pamper bucket/demo kit.  You will have details of how it works on the invite so they know that the hostess will benefit from their order.  You will send an email and a hard copy invite, and then call them to set up the times to meet with them.
3) After you meet with everyone and get their orders, you will contact the hostess and let her know what her benefits are.

4) The hostess will get the hostess benefits on the order every $250 QV.

For the No Party I would keep it simple and stick to 1 line.....I usually do the Re9 line in my bucket along with a seasalt for their hands!  Make sure and include directions for the Re9 line.....You could also do the Sea Source, but I have had better luck with the re9 for the no parties!  I got my bucket at Farm and Home and decorated it with Ribbons and used paint pens for pollka dots and Arbonne on the front!  For younger crowds, you can use the FC5 line.
